To obtain an insurance license in

Illinois, you must satisfy these
requirements:

1. You must complete your education at a
state-approved school, like ProSchools.

Most com-
monly, students enroll in 30 course
hours for a Life & Accident/Health
license or 30 hours for a Property &
Casualty (P&C) license.
